1. Badminton for teachers (Primary) – BIG (Badminton is Great) Phase 1 & 2 workshop. 
          Cost - £115 per Candidate 
          Length of Course – 7 hours 

I am delighted to say the the SWCBA have secured funding through an A4A bid to subsidise the cost of this course. Cornwall has been given the go ahead to organise a course on Friday 5th Oct, to be held in the Truro area, for up to 24 candidates. All partnerships have shown an interest & each will be offered 6 places. The subsidised cost will be between £50 & £60 each.
       2. Badminton for Teachers (Secondary) 

           Cost - £92
           Length of Course – 8 hours

This 1 day course has been created as an alternative to the old Level 1 Coaching award, as many teachers will not be interested in the new longer UKCC L1 that takes place over 2 days + an assessment. The course will provide a knowledge of core badminton skills & will introduce a wide range of ideas for badminton activities & games suitable for PE lessons & after school clubs.

· Yrs 5 & 6 County Badminton Festival Competition – Penryn, Penwith & Callington SSP’s

This exciting new County Competition will be held in 3 rounds as follows;

1. Primary Cluster Groups within SSP

2. SSP Final – will bring the winners from the Cluster Round together

3. County Final – 3 teams from each SSP final will be invited. The date for the final has already been arranged & will take part on Wednesday 5th March 08.

If successful, I am hopeful that this may be used as a pilot for a Competition that could lead to a SW final.

· Yr 7 Gifted & Talented County Competition – Penryn, Penwith & Callington ( Poltair have yet to decide) SSP’s have agreed to support this competition. There will be a SSP round followed by a County Final. Teams of 2 boys & 2 girls. This Competition will  be an excellent opportunity to identify talented children while they are still young enough to play in the U13 age group.

This is the first time that Badminton will be offered to all Primary Schools across the County & as such will give us the opportunity to develop a much needed U11 squad.
