Local Network Fund: Fantastic News!!!

The funding bid for £7000 for CYB has been successful! This is amazing news & the breakdown of how the money will be spent, helping to develop Cornish badminton is as follows;

1. To set up 4 satellite clubs linked to CYB in the following areas – Launceston, Helston,
St Stephens, Penzance. The funding will support 2 hour sessions for 20 weeks, paying for coaching fees, court hire & shuttles. The coaches are in place to start these clubs in mid November. The first hour will be devoted to primary children & the second to secondary children.

3. To help fund hall hire for County Training across the County.
